Day 3 | Dreams of chocolate and Broad Bay. 
AM: Following a breakfast featuring fresh local berries, enjoy the serenity and fascination of Edgar 
Cayce’s Association for Research and Enlightenment. Use your time to discover mysteries of 
the ancient world, health and wellness principles or dream interpretations.

PM: Lunch at Fire and Vine Woodfire Cuisine. Fit in some shopping at Kane Marie Gallery or 
the boutique shops of Hilltop.
